
Member of the Lutheran church? Find out here. 

Upon arrival to Denmark, it’s not unusual for a Catholic to be wrongly registered in the Danish  

Lutheran church and thus pay church tax to this church. Many times it happens automatically. 

Follow this guide to find out if you are wrongly registered in the Lutheran church in Denmark.  

Go to borger.dk and log in with your Danish digital ID (Nem ID) 

At the bottom of the page go to: Samfund og rettigheder. (Society and rights) 

Click on:   “Det Centrale Personregister (CPR)”  (The Danish national register) 

 

 

 

Go to: ”Se de oplysninger, der er registreret om dig i CPR”  (See what information is registered about you 

in the Danish national register)

Scroll down to: “Folkekirkeforhold (nuværende)” (Lutherean church affairs) 

If you are registered as a member of the Lutheran church it states ”Medlem –folkekirken” 

If you are NOT a member of the Lutheran church it states ”Udenfor folkekirken” under folkekirkeforhold.  

 

 

 

Only members of the Lutheran church pay church tax to the Lutheran Church. If you 

are not registered as a member, you do not pay church tax to this church.
