
Move church tax from Lutheran church to the Catholic 

Church 

If you have paid church tax to the Lutheran church by mistake, you can apply for a refund of this tax 

through the tax authorities in order to tranfer the tax in the Catholic Church.  

You can apply for a refund the past 10 years´ church tax paid to the Lutheran church. 

In order to apply for a church tax refund, you need to first follow these 3 steps: 

1. Find out if you are member of the Danish Lutheran church.   

2. Contact your local parish office in the Lutheran church and request 

that your membership be annulled with retroactive effect. 

3. Request a letter from the parish office, stating that you have never 

been a member of the Lutheran church and that your membership 

has been annulled with retroactive effect.  

 

Ask the tax authorities to re-assess your tax assesment notice 

Log on to skat.dk (E-tax) with your Nem-id. E-tax is only available in Danish, so follow this tutorial closely.

Click: ”Jeg boede og arbejdede i Danmark”  (I lived and worked in Denmark)  

You can only get a refund of the church tax you paid for the time you lived and worked in Denmark.  

 

 

 

Click on the link:”Ansøg om at rette i tidligere årsopgørelse”  (Apply for amendment for earlier tax 

assesments) if you have lived and worked in Denmark for more than 3 years.  

 

 



Click: “Personoplysninger”  (Personal information)

Under:  ”Ønsker du genoptagelse for tidligere år?”  (Do you wish to re-open your tax assessment for

Upload the letter you have received from the parish office at the Lutheran church which states that your 

memebership has been annulled with retroactive effect.  

 

If you understand the text that you are submitting then you tick: Ja, jeg har læst og forstået teksten overfor 

(Yes, I understand the above text)

You will now get a screen that encourages you to print your receipt.  

 

When your church tax is refunded 

When you receive the church tax refund from the Lutheran church you can transfer it to the Catholic 

Church.  

Church tax should be transferred to the Church bank account: 

 Reg. nr. 4183, kontonr. 0005001471 

Mark the transfer: Refunded church tax from the Lutheran church.  

Remember to write your CPR-nr. so that you can get a tax deduction. Gifts to the Catholic Church are tax 

deductible.
